Unit owners are not permitted to allow multiple families to live in their unit for multiple periods even though no rent is
collected. All adults aged 18 or older must notify the property manager; this includes owners, renters, or anyone
staying with an owner or renter for over 30 days. A background check is required.

What restrictions exist in the condominium document on the leasing of my unit?

Owners are allowed to rent out their unit after living in the community for at least a year. No renter is permitted to
sublet or assign their unit to another person; immediate eviction will result, with the owner responsible for any legal
costs incurred. Owners are permitted to rent out only once per year, and all lease terms must be for a term of 12
months

How much are my assessments to the condominium association for my unit type and when are they
due?

It varies based on the unit model, and the monthly assessment is due on the first of the month.
